First Help: Where to Search

• Google (tools, images) + Google Scholar (sources and citation) 

• Wikipedia (references at the beginning) 

• Theses repositories (references, easy to understand, evaluation)

• Libraries (often the last resort)

• Knihovny.cz (search engine – Czech libraries collections)

• Interlibrary loan
